We want for students and
faculty alike to feel a sense of community that encourages them to try something new, challenge
ideas, make mistakes, and step up as leaders.

e Faculty Excellence & Autonomy — Our leaders are teachers, and our teachers are leaders. They
bring expertise in and passion for their fields of study to their classrooms.
